Introduction to MySQL

We will address the material in Chapter 7 through our implementation of MySQL.   The accompanying hand-outs will get you started with the following, all of which are covered in Chapter 7 in our text: 

· creating tables

· identifying appropriate data types

· manipulating data in tables

· creating views

· creating triggers
Your MySQL account is on csmaster, and the best way to access it is through a nice little graphical user interface that you can find on any computer in S104, and also that you can download and use from home.  We have already downloaded the installation files for a full version of MySQL (you don’t really need this unless you want to work on databases locally on your own machine – not a bad idea if your home machine or laptop can easily support it, but we’ll be doing all our work on csmaster), AND the gui that we’re using in class.  I highly recommend that you download this so that you can work on your csmaster account when you’re off-campus.   Find these files at:   http://dev.mysql.com/downloads/gui-tools/5.0.html 

So, how to begin today?  

1. Open the MySQL Query Browser

2. Enter your user name: first initial followed by last name

3. Enter your Colleague ID for your password (last 6 digits)
4. Enter your user name for the default schema

5. Click OK and you’re in – you should see a MySQL window, with a schemata browser on the right side

6. Follow along with the class demonstration of the features of this environment, and then you’re ready to go, using the hand-outs you have been provided
